Week 3: The Master Exhibiter 

    (Show grooming, braiding, re-assemble tack; Lead and pose a horse, etc.)

Week 4: The Hunt Seat Rider 

    (Identify English tack and show clothing; Ride a hunt seat show ring pattern, etc.)

Week 5: The Western Rider 

    (Identify Western bits, saddle fitting; Ride a Western show ring pattern, etc.)

Week 6: The Dressage Rider 

    (Make a mock order for a complete set of dressage equipment and apparel, etc.)

Week 7: The Versatile Rider 

    (Watch and discuss videos of Speed Events, Cross-Country, Driving; Gallop, etc.)

Week 8: The Beginning Trainer 

    (Discuss different bits, lungeing, horse trailers, classical vs. natural riding, etc.)

Week 9: The Emergency Caretaker 

    (Equine first aid kit, measure pulse and temperature, soak a foot; Games on horses, etc.)

Week 10: The Total Horse Lover 

    (Visit local stables, discuss “horse for sale” ads, horse breed specifics, etc.)
